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Catechism Question for the Week 
 

194. “What is the meaning of the 
“communion of saints?”  This expression 
indicates first of all the common sharing of 
all the members of the Church in holy things 
(sancta): the faith, the sacraments, especially 
the Eucharist, the charisms, and the other 
spiritual gifts. At the root of this communion 
is love which “does not seek its own inter-
est” (Cor 13:5) but leads the faithful to “hold 
everything in common” (Acts 4:32), even to 
put one’s own material goods at the service 
of the most poor. 
195.  “What else does ‘the communion 
of saints’ mean?” This expression also 
refers to the communion between holy per-
sons (sancti); that is, between those who by 
grace are united to the dead and risen Christ. 
Some are pilgrims on the earth; others hav-
ing passed from this life, are undergoing 
purification and are helped also by our 
prayers. Others already enjoy the glory of 
God and intercede for us. All of these to-
gether form in Christ one family, the Church, 
to the praise and glory of the Trinity.

Encyclical on Hope 

Pope Benedict XVI 
Learning and Practicing Hope 

  The virtues, including hope, are gifts 
from God, but we have a part to play in 
how they shape our lives. Pope Benedict 
highlights three major areas in which we 
can learn and practice the virtue of hope 
and let it take root in our lives. 
I. Prayer:  Of course, we all come to 
God with our weakness and emptiness, 
seeking hope. Pope Benedict reminds us 
first that when we join these yearnings 
of our hearts with the great ancient 
prayers of God’s people, the Church, we 
do steadily grow in real hope: 
In prayer we must learn what we can 
truly ask of God ~ what is worthy of 
God. We must learn that we cannot pray 
against others. We must learn that we 
cannot ask for the superficial and com-
fortable things that we desire at this 
moment ~ that meager, misplaced hope 
that leads us away from God. We must 
learn to purify our desires and our 
hopes (33).

among them. So, today’s Gospel 
reading discusses these three points.  

First, the Holy Spirit.  He will 
give them the Holy Spirit to be with 
them as their helper and consoler.   He 
is the bond of love between the Father 
and the Son which makes the Blessed 
Trinity one God in three persons and 
yet not three Gods.  The Holy Spirit 
will come upon them on Pentecost and 
will make them realize what Jesus 
taught them and will give the courage 
to go out and do what Jesus com-
manded them.  One can easily see the 
difference between the 12 hiding in the 
upper room for fear of the Jews and the 
12 standing before a crowd of several 
thousands and witnessing to the Gospel 
of Jesus, baptizing several thousands 
right then and there.  The Catholic 
Church started with a bang! 

The second thing Jesus told them 
was that to love him means to obey all 
his commandments.  But Jesus had only 
two commandments, they must love God 
and their neighbor as themselves.  At 
first, this looks simple enough, because 
everyone imagines himself an expert on 
love.  Love is many splendored things as 
the old song goes and still many un-
splendored things.  Most of the time 
when we claim this love, it is a selfish

We love people because they love 
us back or because we can gain some-
thing from loving them.  That is why 
Jesus said we must equally love our ene-
mies and those who hate us and perse-
cute us.  By our own unaided efforts, we 
cannot love as Jesus commanded us.  
But, he has given us the Holy Spirit and 
it is the Spirit of Love that empowers us 
to love as Jesus taught us. Sometimes we 
catch ourselves feeling a love for Jesus, 
but if we examine ourselves a little, we 
find it is just words, or transient feelings.  
Love in deed what Jesus asks. 

No doubt following what Jesus 
demanded of his Apostles will cause 
them to suffer, and Peter warns his early 
converts that to suffer for doing good is 
a grace from God.  The rewards are so 
great.  Jesus tells them, if you love me 
and keep my commandments, the Father 
will love you and we will come to you 
and make our dwelling with you.  Par-
ents would love to give their grown chil-
dren this kind of support but they can’t.  
Jesus could and did, not only for his 
Apostles but also for all those who be-
lieve in him because of their witness.

     Thursday, May 1st is the Feast of the 
Ascension of Our Lord, a holy day of obli-
gation.

day.) Mass times for the Holy Day on 
Thursday are 8:15am and 7pm. 
     The Feast of the Ascension of our Lord 
God and Savior Jesus Christ is celebrated 
each year on the fortieth day after the Great 
and Holy Feast of Pascha (Easter). Since 
the date of Pascha changes each year, the 
date of the Feast of the Ascension changes. 
The Feast is always celebrated on a Thurs-
day. The Feast itself commemorates when, 
on the fortieth day after His Resurrection, 
Jesus led His disciples to the Mount of 
Olives, and after blessing them and asking 
them to wait for the fulfillment of the 
promise of the Holy Spirit, He ascended 
into heaven.
