Encyclical on Hope 

Pope Benedict XVI 
Learning and Practicing Hope 

  The virtues, including hope, are gifts 
from God, but we have a part to play in 
how they shape our lives. Pope Benedict 
highlights three major areas in which we 
can learn and practice the virtue of hope 
and let it take root in our lives. 
III. Judgment:  (cont’d) Faith in the 
Last Judgment is first and foremost 
hope—the need for which was made 
abundantly clear in the upheavals of 
recent centuries. 
This judgment touches each of us indi-
vidually as well. The world cannot make 
itself whole, and neither can we do that 
for ourselves. Our only  and final hope 
is in the God who made us and we trust 
will bring us back to him, forever. In 
particular, in the Church’s ancient teach-
ing on Purgatory, we find hope in the 
burning, purifying gaze of Christ, as we 
stand before him in our weakness and 
sin: 
     His gaze, the touch of his heart heals 
us through an undeniably painful trans-
formation “as through fire”. But it is a 
blessed pain, in which the holy power of 
his love sears through us like a flame, 
enabling us to become totally ourselves 
and thus totally of God. In this way the 
interrelation between justice and grace 
also becomes clear: the way we live our 
lives is not immaterial, but our defile-
ment does not stain us for ever if we 
have at least continued to reach out to-
wards Christ, towards truth and towards 
loves. (47)

friend.  He even eats with him as 
his guest.  Abraham even negoti-
ates with him about God’s plan to 
destroy the two sinful cities.   

In Jesus God is revealed in  
his Blessed Trinity, although Jesus 
never uses the word Trinity. We 
learn first that Jesus is sent by his 
Father to us not to condemn us but 
to save us. He comes to us with 
his grace.   

Grace means gift or favor.  In 
the case of Jesus’ grace, it is a 
share in his divine life.  No one 
can do that for us.  His grace 
changes us from being just crea-
tures to being children of God and 
heirs to his kingdom.  Jesus is 
both God and man.  We know him 
as man but by faith in him we also 
know that he is God’s son and our 
divine brother. 

What does he tell us about his 
Father?  Even the word Father 
tells us much.  God is not a despot 
trying to enslave us.  He is love.  
He has pity on us and wants to 
save us.  Just as he heard the cries

“The Eucharist is the comfort and the 
pledge of final triumph for those who fight 
evil and sin; it is the "bread of life" which 
sustains those who, in turn, become "bread 
broken" for others, paying at times even 
with martyrdom their fidelity to the gospel. 
(Pope John Paul II).  Please continue to 
pray for our young people! 
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     Born and baptised at Becanour on the first of April 1824, the future saint was the fifth of 
thirteen children from the marriage Louis-Zephirin Moreau and Marquerite Champoux-Saint-
Pair. This "intelligent, pious, modest, gentle, and thoughtful" child was educated in his native 
parish until the age of fifteen before being admitted into the Seminary of Nicolet. In 1844, he 
received the ecclesiastic habit at Quebec, but in 1845, Msgr Signay sent him back home, be-
cause he found him to be in fragile health. It would take more than this setback to discourage 
the young man on his path towards the priesthood. He then begged Msgr Bourget to permit him 
to achieve his dream at the Ecole de theology of Montreal. This was accomplished, thanks to 
the kindness of Msgr Prince, head of this institution. Father Moreau was ordained a priest on 
Dec. 19, 1846. at the age of 22. Six years later, Msgr Prince became the first titular of the new 
diocese of Saint-Hyacinthe and he appointed Father Moreau as secretary-chancellor. The ap-
prenticeship of the future prelate was as parish priest for the cathedral, and he was administrator 
of the diocese five times. On Jan 15 1876, at the age of 51, Father Moreau became the fourth 
bishop of Saint Hyacinth.  
As bishop, he remained what he had always been: "good, simple, humble, and poor". Twenty 
three years after his death, steps were taken towards his beatification and canonization. The 
numerous healings which were attributed to him would later launch this irrevocable progression 
towards the formal recognition of his holiness. (Excerpted from Our French - Canadian An-
cestors, Thomas J. Laforest.)
